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DEAR THIENSVILLE RESIDENTS,

The tax bill that was sent to you was in a self-contained envelope that is folded and sealed. Sewer Utility Bills will be mailed soon.
SEPARATE CHECKS FOR TAXES, SEWER UTILITY AND PET LICENSES ARE NECESSARY, DO NOT COMBINE THEM ON
ONE CHECK.

The Village Board has adopted the 2015 budget with the resulting expenditures and revenues shown below. The Capital Equip-
ment/Improvement Fund budget is $924,217. $3,400 for the Old Village Hall Fund and $39,267 has been included for the Storm Water
Management Fund, which is mandated by the Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources. This fund manages storm water quality, not
quantity. The budget, as adopted, will continue to provide village services as in past years.

The tax rate for village purposes is $7.454 per thousand assessed. Below is a comparison of assessed tax rates of 2013 to 2014
and the net change by agency. The village share of tax dollars will be $.39 cents of each dollar the taxpayer will pay in 2014 taxes. The
net tax rate is $17.512 per thousand assessed which is a $0.0811 per thousand decrease on assessed value for all taxing agencies. Below is
the tax dollar distribution, tax rates and changes by agencies.

You can pay taxes and sewer bills online at the Village’s new website www.village.thiensville.wi.us. You will be charged a fee to
do this. For taxes the charge is 2.39% of the amount paid and for sewer bills the charge is $3.00 for every $100 increment.

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By the time this newsletter reaches you 2014 will be drawing to a close. It was a
good year for Thiensville. We successfully completed the road project around Bel Aire
and Alta Loma in the northeastern corner of the village and “Dianne’s Bridge” over Pi-
geon Creek — which were our two major projects. Simultaneously we began gearing
up for 2015°s projects — the reconstruction of the bathrooms in the Village Park and the
reconstruction of Main Street.

If all goes as planned the old bathrooms in the park will be demolished this winter
and the new bathrooms will be rebuilt before the end of the summer. Our aim, of
course, 1s to get the new bathrooms completed before the festival season and village
market begins. But this is an aggressive schedule and much is dependent upon things
beyond our control — like the weather. We will move as quickly as we can and look
forward to the new facilities in the park.

This spring we will decide on the finishing touches concerning the Main Street re-
construction plan and put it out for bid. At that point we will see when it will be exe-
cuted. The best time frame would probably be early August — but it is difficult to fore-
cast. Much of the variability stems from our desire to get as attractive bids from con-
tractors as possible, while at the same time limiting the impact upon residents and busi-
nesses of the actual reconstruction. We will keep you informed as this project ad-
vances.

On the redevelopment front I see the same thing you do. The central core of our vil-
lage has been transformed by the emergence of the new Reuters, Fiddleheads, and
Thiensville Health Alliance buildings, the revitalization of the Cheel building, and
Dianne’s Bridge. The new additions merge seamlessly with the great old buildings we
already had in the area like the Fagan Bank Building, the Old Vlllage Fire Station, and
the Glaze building. When we mix old and new everybody can enjoy a great look and
feel that is unique to Thiensville. While I don’t know what will come next, or when it
will arrive, | have confidence that if the overall macro-economy holds up, we avoid
error, and get a bit of luck, the momentum will continue and good things will radiate
out from a revitalized core — particularly at a variety of empty or underutilized sites
with which everyone is familiar.

We also continue to meet and talk with our friends in Mequon concerning ways we
can cooperate more effectively, particularly regarding traffic just south of Thiensville
around the new Mequon Town Center development and in front of the library. We will
keep you informed of our discussions, but right now there is nothing to report.

The village keeps rolling along, but in closing I would like to acknowledge the good
work of Sue Conway. She has been a vital part of Thiensville for a long time, doing
many tasks, including pulling together this newsletter. We should all wish her the best
of luck after her move to Florida. Godspeed Sue, and remember you are always wel-
come in Thiensville.

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LOTTERY CREDIT NOTICE

The lottery credit is applied to real estate tax bills where prop-
erty owners have certified that they resided in the residence on
January 1, 2014. The credit amount on your tax bill is based on
the Mequon/Thiensville School tax rate. If you buy or sell a
home, the lottery credit remains with the property. Ideally, the
amount of the credit should be considered when pro-rating the
property taxes between the buyer and the seller. If you missed
the pre-certification deadline, contact the Thiensville Treas-
urer’s office for a late claim form no later than January 31,
2015.

REAL ESTATE TAX PAYMENT PLAN

Property owners may elect to utilize the real estate tax install-
ment plan by paying their taxes according to the following
schedule:

Tax Payments Made in 2014

Taxpayers desiring an extra income tax deduction for 2014
must pay the tax bill by December 31, 2014 or, if paid by mail,
the envelope must be postmarked on or before December 31,
2014. No exceptions will be made. The office will be open
until noon on December 31, 2014.

Tax Due Dates

1* Half of Net Tax Bill due January 31, 2015 made payable to
the Village of Thiensville.

2" Half of Net Tax Bill due July 31, 2015 made payable to
the Ozaukee County Treasurer.

If the installment plan is not utilized, full payment is due
January 31, 2015.

No postdated checks will be accepted. Checks will be proc-
essed when they are received. Postdated checks will be re-
turned to the taxpayer.

A penalty in the amount of 1-1/2% per month will be assessed
on the balance due from February 1*.

Ozaukee County News

Greetings Thiensville neighbors!

It is again a pleasure to share the news from Ozaukee County governance for the Village’s winter newsletter.
The experience of serving as your supervisor continues to be an interesting and educational experience.

At deadline time, the budget for 2015 OZ CO is nearly in place. It will very likely be a zero increase budget.
Our most recent audit results were very positive with low debt, solid reserves, a small surplus at Lasata
(independent and assisted living offset the nursing losses), and property tax delinquencies are going down while
sales tax revenues are rising.

Let me share some statistics. The median age in our Village is 44.8 years; in Wisconsin it is 38.5. Females
make up 57.4% of our citizens, while W1 is 50.4%. The median value of our property is $228,200 while OZ CO
is $255,600, and W1 is $169,000. The median household income in our Village is $57,561, OZ CO is $75,854,
Wlis $52,627, and the US is $53,046. In the Village, 41.9% of the people have a bachelor’s degree or higher, in
0OZ CO it is 44%, and in W1 it is 26.4%. Remember, OZ CO had the highest voter turnout in the spring election
of any county over 50,000 in the US. Impressive!

Hurrah for Shully’s Cuisine; it was named OZ CO Small Business of the Year. Congrats to Beth and Scott!
We are always happy to have a Village business recognized.

If you have challenges getting from one place to another, remember the OZ CO Shared Ride Taxi. Its services
are growing which makes sense with the county’s sizable senior population; there were 114,000 rides last year
with 70% to people over 65.

The county board has moved forward with the initiative to address some of the needs of the 50 year old Lasata
nursing facility. It has been quite a process. I am pleased to say that we are now planning with the architects for
the update of the building which serves our most vulnerable citizens, 70% of whom are receiving some form of
financial assistance.

As a member of the Health and Human Services Committee, I definitely urge you to get your flu shot. It is so
important! If you are on medicare, it is covered, and that is true of most other insurance programs as well. We
have been hearing a lot about ebola, but it is the regular flu that is much more likely to impact people in the US.
Do get your flu shot!

I can’t close without saying congrats to John Rosing and all the volunteers who helped him upgrade the house
on Freistadt Road; thanks also to those who contributed materials and money; they have shown us once again
what it is to be a good citizen in this community.

All the best to all of our Thiensville residents for most joyous holidays!

DON'T BE SCAMMED

Thiensville residents have been receiving calls from scammers
claiming to be a representative of the IRS. The scammers leave an
automated message on your voice mail claiming you owe unpaid
taxes. The message leaves a call back number and a case number to
reference. When people call back they are told that they must obtain
Green Dot money cards or some other pre-paid method and make a
payment immediately. They are told if they do not, this will lead to
their arrest.

The Thiensville Police Department will take a report from anyone
who experiences one of these calls. Your information may be a value
to them in their investigation. If the deal sounds too good to be true,
“ItIs a Scam”

HOLIDAY SAFETY TIPS

Keep your credit cards in a safe place and record all the numbers of
the cards and lock that information in another location, not at your
home. When shopping, take only the cards you need.

Take only the amount of cash you plan on spending and keep all the
money in a safe place.

Transport all your gifts in the trunk if you can, and keep your car
locked, even when it’s parked in your own driveway.

Schedule deliveries for times when you are at home or have your
parcels delivered to a neighbor if you're not able to be at home. The
thieves are following the delivery trucks and once the items are
dropped on a porch, the thieves are stopping and removing the pack-
age.

SAFETY AT HOME

Recent home break- ins have been occurring in the area during the
daylight hours. First line of defense, keep your home locked. Write
down the serial numbers of the electronic equipment in your home
and take photos of each of your rooms. Any valuable jewelry either
keep locked up in a home safe or locked off site. If you are planning a
vacation during the holiday season or anytime during the year, please
call the Thiensville Police Department and our officers will stop and
check your home every day. Be a good neighbor; keep an eye on the
house across the street and next door from you. Anything suspicious,
call our department at 262-242-2100. We are here 24/7, 365 days a
year.

We have a trained officer that will provide a security assessment of
your residence or business and suggest things that could be im-
proved. We will also suggest different types of alarm systems if there
is an interest. This service is free to all Thiensville residents.

FIRE DEPARTMENT
Stay Warm, Stay Cozy, Stay Safe

If you’ve lived in Wisconsin for any length of time you come to accept the various challenges of the seasons. After
a while you might even come to think you’ve seen it all. But last winter actually managed to introduce something
new - the polar vortex. Lots of snow and long stretches of cold meant more challenges as far as being outside, get-
ting around and especially in keeping your home warm.

“With a few considerations and some forethought, everyone can stay warm and safe during the winter months,”
says Thiensville Fire Chief Brian Reiels. “There are many traditional and alternative ways for people to heat their
homes. They can all provide a comfortable environment but it is important that they be inspected, maintained and
used properly to ensure safety.”

Chief Reiels goes on to say, “Even if the equipment appears to be working properly, it is very important for home-
owners to have working carbon monoxide and smoke detectors on every level of the home. These devices will give
an early and possibly lifesaving warning if anything goes wrong.”

Furnace Heating

Gas fired furnaces are one of the most common ways of heating a home. The thermostatic controls make it easy to
maintain a comfortable level of warmth. Keeping your furnace in good working order not only makes it safer but
also more efficient and can help lower heating expenses.

e Have your furnace regularly inspected and have any necessary repairs performed by a qualified professional.
e Be sure all controls and shut-offs are working properly.

e Visually inspect the area around the furnace. If the walls or ceiling are hot or discolored additional pipe
insulation may be required.

e Also check the flue and pipe seams. Any soot accumulated around the seams may be an indication of a leak.
e Keep combustible materials away from the furnace.

Wood Stoves and Fireplaces

With their warm and inviting glow wood stoves and fireplaces are a popular way of providing supplemental heat to
a home. Some more advanced systems can even be used as main source of heat. Again, proper maintenance and
use are important to minimizing fire or safety hazards.

e Have the chimney inspected annually and cleaned if necessary.

e Be sure the stove or fireplace is installed correctly. Wood stoves must have a minimum of 36” of clearance
from any combustible materials and must be properly shielded. Also make sure there is proper floor support
and protection.

e Wood stoves should be of good quality and construction. Make sure it is a model with a UL listing.

e Keep a glass or metal screen in front of the opening to prevent embers from jumping out and causing a fire or
burning a person.

e Never burn charcoal in a stove or fireplace. This can create lethal levels of carbon monoxide.

e Never close the damper with hot ashes still present. This will cause the fire to reheat and will force toxic car-
bon monoxide back into the home.

e Keep the fire burning at a moderate level. A roaring fire can ignite creosote built up in the chimney.




Kerosene Heaters

There are many different sizes and types of kerosene heaters. Some are designed to heat large spaces such as workshops or
garages. Others are used to provide comfortable radiant heat within the home. Regardless of the intended application, proper
use is the most important safety feature.

e Be sure the heater is in good condition and especially check exhaust parts for carbon buildup.

e Only use the fuel recommended by the manufacturer. Store fuel in approved metal containers in well ventilated areas
outside of the home.

e Never use any fuel-burning heater without adequate ventilation. This prevents accumulation of toxic and potentially
deadly fumes.

e Refilling a heater with fuel should be done outside of the home. Never fill the heater while it is operating or hot.
Do not use cold fuel as it may expand in the tank and create a dangerous condition.

e Keep young children away from heaters. Also, be especially careful around them while wearing loose clothing.

“There are many different methods and devices that can be used to heat your home during the winter months,” says Chief
Reiels. “Please use these tips and follow manufacture’s guidelines to help you and your loved ones stay warm, cozy and safe.
